Oxford County is now seeking Expressions of Interest from academic institutions, for-profit 
organizations, other entrepreneurs, nonprofit organizations, community champions and local 
residents for the use of 39,000 sq. ft. of building space in the Sustainability Cluster-- a new 
initiative, launching in Woodstock, Ontario, focused on environment sustainability, research and 
community building through entrepreneurship. 

 
The Sustainability Cluster will consist of two buildings located on 75 Graham Street and 92 Light 
Street. These spaces are ideal for a variety of academic research projects, innovative office 
space, desk space, meeting rooms and other public and private events or programming.  
 
The location at 92 Light St. will likely feature 24 residential suites: 16 single units of approx. 290 
sq. ft. and 8 double units of approx. 700 sq. ft.  
 
The purpose of this call is to identify potential Anchor Tenant(s), Education Partner(s), 
Community Partner(s) and daily/ weekly venue rentals. 
 

Anchor Tenant(s): The principal tenant(s) in the space. The Anchor Tenant(s) would 
occupy the space for a majority of the year. 
 
Education Partner(s): Would use the space for the preparation and delivery of 
programming and animation for significant blocks of time spread throughout the year.  
 
Community Partners: The Community Partners would deliver programming for a 
number of weeks spread throughout the year.  
 

Oxford County is looking to work with any combination of these levels of partnership in the 
Sustainability Cluster. Please identify in your application each level of partnership in which your 
organization is interested. 
 
The deadline to submit an Expression of Interest is May 21, 2018 at 12:00 PM.  
 
The space may be booked in daily, weekly and monthly blocks, according to what is required for 
your project/event(s), or longer if you qualify as a Tenant or Partner. Your application can 
outline intentions to use these spaces once for a specific purpose, or on an ongoing basis for 
regularly scheduled events. Rental rates will be available on a sliding scale, depending on the 
nature of the event and organizer.

The space(s) includes a food-retailer, lobby, an auditorium that can seat 130 individuals, 
phone booths and high-speed Wi-Fi.

No representation or warranty express or implied, is made by 
Oxford County or any of its agents, as to the accuracy or completeness of such information. 
Neither Oxford County nor its agents will be responsible for, and hereby expressly disclaim, any 
and all liability for any errors, omissions or inaccuracies in connection therewith. In its response 
to this REOI, the Respondent must disclose to Oxford County, any potential conflict of interest 
that might compromise this process. If such a conflict of interest does exist, Oxford County may, 
at its discretion, refuse to consider the response in question. 

The Respondent must also disclose whether it is aware if any Oxford County employee has a 
financial interest in the Respondent and the nature of that interest. If such an interest exists or 
arises at any point leading to the selection of the successful Respondent, Oxford County may, 
at its discretion, refuse to consider the response, or proceed with the Respondent any further in 
this process unless and until the matter is resolved to Oxford County’s sole satisfaction. All
