Oxford County has many beautiful trails that allow you to get 
active and explore the natural environment at your own pace.

To help guide future trail development, operation and 
maintenance over the coming years, Oxford County has 
developed the Trails Master Plan. This plan includes the 
mapping of existing trails and their unique features as well as 
the recommendation of a County-wide trails network that would 
include on and off-road routes. Not only does this plan encourage 
healthy living, but it aims to preserve and celebrate the natural 
environment in the long term. There are currently 154.7 km of 
trails in Oxford County, and the Trails Master Plan would see an 
additional 830 km added to this network. More information  
can be found at oxfordcounty.ca/trails.

Appendix D – Waste Diversion Achievement 2019 Year End Report 
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represents a further 14% diversion from the landfill.  The material collected at the construction 

and demolition material depot is recycled by the County’s contractor. 

Education Centre 
 
The new Waste Management and Education Centre at the Waste Management Facility opened 
in June of 2018. This net zero energy facility is designed to use solar panels to completely offset 
energy use of both the building and the landfill site itself. Not only does this building act as an 
administrative space for Waste Management staff, it also offers an educational component to 
both students and community members, with interactive displays that explore environmental 
sustainability, renewable energy and zero waste. Tours being offered which begin in the 
education centre where the guide will cover topics such as landfill operations, environmental 
impacts, and renewable energy of the building and diversion programs, followed by a site tour of 
the landfill. In 2019, a total of 394 members of the community attended a tour at the Waste 
Management Facility (see below). Tours have received positive feedback from the coordinators 
and have since booked tours for 2020.

Conclusion 

The County’s waste management programs are performing well.  Recycled material tonnages 

remain strong and the amount of garbage going to the landfill is decreasing.  The County’s overall 

residential diversion rate is projected to be approximately 57% in 2019.  It should be noted that 

this percentage is calculated differently than RPRA (formerly WDO).  The actual residential 

diversion number will be published by RPRA in November 2020. 

While the programs are working well, there is always room for improvement and County Staff are 

continually seeking improvements and efficiencies.
